	Throughout the year, students will be assessed in a number of ways including (but not limited to): quizzes, assignments, tests, term tests, projects, conversations, demonstrations.  Each of these assessments will only display student achievement for the specific outcomes covered for that assignment.  Students will not receive an overall grade on any individual pieces of work.  Overall percentage grades will be calculated for strands using the individual outcome grades on these assessments throughout the term. 

Your grade each term will be determined based on the amount of work that will be covered during each term.  This will be in addition to any work previously covered in earlier terms on specific strands.  Each strand will have its own individual grade which is independent of all other strands.  Students will not receive an overall grade; rather they will receive overall grades for each strand based on the outcomes for assessments.
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
